AUGUST TORNADOS

WHITLOCK FATAL FIRE
A 40-year-old woman was injured and latter succumbed to 

injuries from a fire at 511 Whitlock Ave, Saturday, Nov. 19. The 
city of Crawfordsville said in a release that the woman was Re-
becca Coonse. The fire was ruled accidental. When asked if this 

house fire could be related to the fire on Nov. 6 at the Mont-
gomery County Highway Department garage, Crawfordsville Fire 

Chief Scott Busenbark said “No reason to think that.”

COUNTY GARAGE FIRE
Montgomery County was rocked when its fleet of snow-plow 

truck was destroyed in a fire late on Nov. 6. The fire destroyed the 
truck barn and the 13 vehicles inside. The blaze destroyed other 

smaller equipment as well. The fire started sometime Sunday 
evening at the truck barn of the Montgomery County Highway 
Department on Whitlock Avenue in Crawfordsville. No one was 
on site or hurt. Totals varying from $1.5 million to $3 million 

were believed to have been lost. The county received aide from 
surrounding communities to get through winter thus far.

DOWNTOWN SCORES NEW BUSINESS
Executives from Safe Hiring Solutions and its sister-company 
Safe Recruiter Solutions were at Danville Town Hall Nov. 3 to 
announce their intentions to expand their company into downtown 
Crawfordsville. The companies will invest $1.3 million into 
renovating an 8,000-square foot facility at 119 S. Washington 
St in Crawfordsville, with the project expected to be completed 
by the end of 2016. The expansion will supplement the existing 
6,000-square foot headquarters in Danville. Crawfordsville Mayor 
Todd Barton said that the expansion is great for Crawfordsville 
and its effort to help keep people in the city. Barton also said the 
renovation of the building is already in progress and that a few 
employees were already working in the building.

COUNTY CUTS IWA FUNDING   
The Montgomery County Council cut the 2017 budget for 

Indiana West Advantage from $75,000 to $50,000 at its Oct. 
11 meeting. Councilmen Greg Morrison, Aaron Morgan and 
Mark Smith voted against making the cut. IWA also receives 
$75,000 of funding from the city of Crawfordsville. Mayor 

Todd Barton said that there were no plans to adjust the city’s 
funding of IWA after the county’s action.

Steel Technologies LLC, a steel processing company, 

plans to expand its operations in Montgomery County, 
creating up to 21 new jobs by 2019. According to

at its current 233,000-square-foot production facility 
at 3560 Nucor Rd. Expanding the building to cover a 
total of 314,600 square feet, this addition will allow 
Steel Technologies to increase its capacity and ser-

vices to support the growth of current customers and 
the industry in the region.

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Most of the families that I 
knew when I was growing up 
purchased their first television 
sets in the early 1950s. My Dad 
purchased our first TV in 1952 
when I was 4 years old. This was 
two years before we managed to 
get a bathtub and indoor toilet 
installed . . . so I’m not quite 
sure what Dad’s priorities were! 
The TV sat in the living room 
next to the door that led into the 
kitchen . . . just a few feet from 
where the oak ringer phone hung 
on the wall. We could sit near 
the fuel oil stove for warmth as 
we watched our new TV in the 
winter.

The TV was quite heavy and 
contained many tubes of various 
sizes behind the screen. These 
first TVs were black and white, 
no color until the mid-1960s if I 
remember correctly. The picture 
quality was not the best either, 
with quite a bit of “snow” on 
the screen. When our TV went 
on the blink, Dad called one of 
the local TV repairmen, Husted 
“Shoney” Peterson or George 
Bottom, both of whom had taken 
a TV repair class in the late 
1940s. Shoney’s wife Naomi, was 
my 3rd grade teacher. George’s 
daughter, Ruby, was a cheerlead-
er, and his other daughter, Joyce, 
had babysit for my brother and 
me on occasion. When Shoney or 
George showed up, they carried 
a large suitcase full of testing 
equipment and TV tubes. Then 
they proceeded to unscrew the 
back of the set, brush off the 
dust inside, and look for tubes 
that had turned dark, which was 
an indication that the tube had 
burned out. They stuck in a new 
tube . . . and we were in business 
again!

Now sometimes the tubes were 
good, but the picture “rolled,” 
and there was a problem with 
the vertical or horizontal hold. 
George and Shoney could usually 
figure it out after adjusting a few 
screws or knobs. As I recall, nei-
ther of them charged very much 
. . . I think it was $2.00 plus the 
cost of the tubes. And they often 
would stay, have an iced tea or 
cup of coffee and chat with my 
folks. Of course, the adults back 
then socialized a lot more than 
they do today.

The research analyzed Google search data across all 50 states to determine which areas demon-
strate the highest interest in searches for home renovations per capita. The study included 523 
key search terms that range from things such as “kitchen contractor,” “en-suite renovation cost” 
and “bathroom inspiration.”

EDITOR’S NOTE: This 
is the first in a series 
of columns looking at 
American history from 
the perspective of a pres-
idential historian and a 
museum archivist.

“My family is American, 
and has been for genera-
tions, in all its branches, 
direct and collateral.”  

Such is the start of one 
of my favorite works of 
American literature, the 
Autobiography of Ulysses 
S. Grant.

His words ring true. My 
ancestors came to the 
Colonies in 1635 when 
William Chandler arrived 
and settled in Roxbury, 
MA. His descendants 
have included two presi-
dential cabinet secretar-
ies, mayors, one of found-
ers of the Republican 
Party, diplomats, two rear 
admirals and a U.S. Presi-
dent. To say the Chandler 
family is All-American is 
an accurate statement. 

I love American history 
and I’m excited to be do-
ing a series this upcoming 
year on the places, graves 
and people who perserve 
them. All of this as a lead 
up to America’s 250th 
birthday. 

Yet I’m in the unique 
position of also being an 
immigrant and a nat-
uralized citizen. Being 
adopted, my parents were 
born here in the ‘40s, yet 
I was born in Taiwan, and 
grew up in many different 
places. Consequently, in-
side there is what would, 
in today’s world, be seen 
as a paradox: I have the 
world view of an interna-

tional, yet the patriotism 
of someone who grew up 
with the strong identity of 
an American.

When I moved here 
permanently in 1999, I 
immediately set out to 
understand the nature 
of American national 
identity and patriotism. 
After all, as a mission-
ary kid, I’ll always have 
itchy feet. That journey 
has taken me from sea 
to sea, and many places 
in between. From the 
Sandie mountains in high 
deserts of New Mexico to 
valleys in New England 
carved out by retreating 
Ice Age glaciers, I have 
traveled. From the Texas 
Hill Country, to cemeter-
ies under parking lots in 
New Jersey. As a free-
lance press photographer, 
I have photographed 
governors, a King and 
walked in the footsteps of 
the first American Pope. 
One of the more unique 
aspects is that as of this 
writing, I’ve been to all 40 
presidential gravesites, all 
49 graves of the Indi-
ana Governor’s graves 
(including territorial 
governors).

Lessons I have learned? 
Well join me in the up-
coming weeks as I reflect 
on the last 25 years of 
journeys and perhaps I 
can help answer, “what 
can history say about us 
Americans?”

I don’t know Marilyn well, 
but I like her very much.

Life starts to pick up and 
get moving again in early 
January. After hibernating 
in a cookie-induced coma 
for two full weeks, we’ve 
had a brief reprieve from 
normal. Now, with enough 
cookies consumed to keep 
us safe from a sudden cold 
snap and make the zipping 
of our trousers just a little 
more challenging—now we 
are ready to face the world 
again.

And I am ready to make 
time for people. That is my 
goal. I’ve never had coffee 
with Marilyn, but I used to 
chat with her on my walks 
several times a week. But 
since she moved, I never 
see her. So I suggested 
coffee, and she thought 
that sounded like fun, and 
I wondered why I don’t do 
more of that. I decided I 
would. And the new year is 
a good time to start.

I googled: “How long does 
it take to make a habit?”

I finally realize 
that I am being a pest, and 
my feelings are hurt. I feel 
unwanted and embarrassed 
and a little lonely.

I think having coffee 
makes more sense.

It is better to see people 
face-to-face. It is better to 
ask them how they are do-
ing and then quietly drink 
coffee and wait for their re-
ply. For all the convenience 
of online communication, 
nothing can compete with 
a cup of coffee and a real 
talk. Because if someone is 
willing to take the time for 
a cup of coffee, I think it’s 
a good sign they would like 
to be my friend.

And so this will be my new 
habit. Even if it takes time 
away from whatever I’m 
working on. Even if I have 
to drive someplace I have 
never been for coffee.

Instead of chasing friend-
ship, I will meet people 
wherever they are. I will 
make the investment nec-
essary to cultivate friend-
ships with people who 
would like to be friends.

In 66 days, I’ll let you 
know how it is going.

Having Coffee Makes More Sense

CADILLAC’S UNHOLY DEVIL WAGON RESURRECTED 
AS THE 2026 LYRIQ-V ELECTRIC CROSSOVER
Engine sounds are fake, but performance will have you uttering real prayers

One of my all-time favor-
ite test cars was the 2011 
Cadillac CTS-V Wagon, an 
unholy devil wagon that 
wrapped be-finned luxury 
around the Corvette’s 
supercharged V8 and 
adaptive suspension. It 
ripped 0-60 mph in under 
4 seconds on the way to 
a 185-mph top speed. It 
even took my grandma 
and her walker to Easter 
dinner. What a lovely little 
fiend.

Tempting the devil again, 
we summon the 2026 
LYRIQ-V, the fastest 
accelerating Cadillac of 
all time. Unlike the old 
CTS-V, this bougie spawn 
is electric.

Under full throttle, the 
CTS-V’s supercharger 
howled like Satan inhaling 
souls. The LYRIQ’s vora-
cious sounds are piped in.

This Caddy’s menace 
is more private jet than 
NASCAR stocker anyway. 
There’s no juvenile rev-
ving of anything as all 615 
horsepower and 650 lb.-ft. 
of torque land instantly. 
Engage “Velocity Max” 
mode, then press and hold 
to see 60 mph in 3.3 sec-
onds. The CTS-V reached 
185 mph, but to preserve 
range, the LYRIQ-V taps 
out at a more polite 130 
mph.

And like the CTS-V, the 
LYRIQ-V goes deliciously 
easy with daily life. Its 285 
miles range is a bit light, 
but can be fast charged 10-
80% in under 30 minutes. 
Think closer to 8 hours 
on a 240v home charger. 
The same dual-mode all-
wheel-drive system that 
destroys dragstrips easily 
slayed snow and ice on the 
way to work.

Cadillac took big risks 
with the LYRIQ’s styling, 
but it works. The brand’s 
EV facia, flanked by verti-
cal lighting, scares critters 
while the long hood and 
fastback roofline give it an 
angry stance – especially 
with the V’s dark trim and 
22-inch wheels. There’s a 
hint of traditional Cadillac 
formality in the vertical 

rear windowline, but those 
hockey-stick side lamps 
read as tailfins – as do the 
separated vertical lights in 
the lower facia. Nice.

As with the CTS-V, you 
can drop your family at 
the front portico before 
sneaking away for some 
backroad shenanigans. 
The Amen Pew won’t 
hear you sneaking away, 
and the pastor may never 
miss you, but you’ll hear 
holy spirits through the 
23-speaker AKG audio 
system. My daughter 
rocked the entire mid-
dle-school drop zone 
when she danced out to 
class.

Drivers are greeted by 
Cadillac’s 33-inch curved 
display for gauges and 
infotainment. Connect 
wirelessly through Ap-
ple CarPlay and Android 
Auto; charge wirelessly 
in the upper console 
pod. Then, notice all the 
details. Nappa leather and 
open pore wood are pretty 
posh, as are the heated, 
ventilated, and massaging 
front seats. Rear riders 
get their own heater and 
climate controls. The thick 
leather-wrapped steer-
ing wheel warms winter 
hands.

I just wish GM would 
include proper headlight 
controls and a starter but-
ton to reaffirm everything 
is on or off. Automation is 
convenient, but not espe-
cially reassuring when you 

walk away.

Still, if sanctuaries were 
this comfortable, you 
might be inside getting 
saved instead of attacking 
the next corner.

The CTS-V drove like 
a long Camaro, but the 
LYRIQ-V feels heftier tot-
ing big batteries atop its 
adaptive suspension. It’s a 
little harsh over rough city 
streets, but wafts serene-
ly down the Interstate. 
Press the “V” steering 
wheel button to config-
ure steering, suspension, 
throttle, and engine 
music. Find open highway 
to go hands-off with GM’s 
Super Cruise system.

If the Cadillac LYRIQ-V 
was a cartoon character it 
would have a nasty little 
devil on one shoulder and 
a sweet angel over the 
other. Given the $101,000 
inflation-adjusted sticker 
for the last CTS-V Wagon 
I drove, the LYRIQ is dev-
ilishly economical. Base 
models start at $59,200. 
LYRIQ-V rises from 
$78,595 to our bad wag-
on’s $87,210. Competitors 
include the BMW iX M70, 
Hyundai IONIQ 5 N, and 
Mercedes-AMG EQE.

So, the levels are based 
on the years of experience not the position, so therefore the driver levels conflicts with 
longevity pay. I (Jake lough) misunderstood and I had not been following the levels since 
the inception of the comp plan because I thought it was taken care of with longevity pay.
The levels also create a logistical issue for auditor and highway because every time a new 
hire gets his CDL his line would have to change to a level II or if a driver reached his CDL 
anniversary his line would have to change to the proper level. The levels are explained 
below:
Level I- Hire-in, Non-CDL, must obtain CDL class within 1 yr. of hire
Level II- Possession of CDL and less than 3 years of experience
Level III- Minimum of 3 years of experience
Level IV- Minimum of 5 years of experience
Level V- Minimum of 10 years of experience

lawmakers said Hoosier 
students who are inter-
ested in learning more 
about state government 
are invited to participate 
in the Indiana House 
Page Program during the 
2026 legislative session.

State Rep. Beau Baird 
(R-Greencastle) said 
pages can watch the 
legislative process in 
person, tour the historic 
Statehouse building and 
interact with their state 
representative.

“Serving as a page is a 
great way for students to 
see how state government 
works up close,” Baird 
said. “It’s an opportunity 
to learn, ask questions 
and experience the legis-
lative process firsthand.”

The full-day program 
is available for students 
who are 13 to 18 years 
old.

Sen. Deery Shares Update

The 2026 legislative 
session got off to a strong 
start this week with a great 
hearing on a bill I am 
deeply passionate about. I 
authored Senate Bill 159 to 
help parents and schools 
work together to ensure 
kids practice healthy online 
habits that lead to great-
er educational and life 
success.

The problem this bill ad-
dresses is simple: schools 
ask families to bring 
Chromebooks into their 
homes, but unless parents 
are very tech-savvy, they 
must rely on decisions 
schools have made about 
what content is filtered and 
what is not.

I believe that when a 
device is in the home, par-
ents—not school admin-
istrators—should decide 
whether and when You-
Tube or online games may 
be accessed. Responsible 
parents already place these 
limits on their children’s 
smartphones; a school-is-
sued device should never 
become a workaround for a 
family’s rules.

Schools already contract 
with technology companies 
for filtering services, and 
these contracts already in-
clude the ability for parents 
to control devices when 
they are not in school. 
However, many schools 
are not sharing this tech-
nology—technology they 
have already paid for—with 
parents.

My bill would require 
schools to enable parental 
controls when devices are 
in the home and to inform 
parents about the avail-
able tools. When devices 
are used at school, control 
would automatically return 
to the school.

I have seen these tech-
nologies work in my own 
home. They help ensure 
homework time is used for 
homework and filter out 
content I do not want in my 
home.

I wrote this bill because it 
combines many of the top-
ics I am most passionate 
about: parental rights and 
responsibilities, educa-

tion, and keeping kids safe 
online. 

I expect SB 159 to be 
strengthened through 
amendments and then 
voted out of committee to 
go before the full Senate 
next week.

In the coming weeks, I 
will share updates on other 
bills I am working on. In 
the meantime, I wanted 
to include a graphic that 
highlights the areas where I 
have been most involved in 
preparing legislation.

 Of course, many import-
ant issues are not listed 
here. I also look forward 
to supporting colleagues 
working to lower housing 
and medical costs and to 
improve the property tax 
legislation passed last year.

I will keep you informed 
through this newsletter as 
the Senate considers these 
issues.  As always, I will be 
focused on listening and 
working for you. 

This year is a short ses-
sion, and we expect to wrap 
up our work in late Febru-
ary, so please do not delay 
if you have comments you 
would like me to consider.

BLIND AND DISABLED 
Hoosiers, Seniors, Should 
Apply for New Property 
Tax Credits by Jan. 15

Blind and disabled Hoo-
siers and seniors should 
apply for property tax 
credits by Jan. 15, 2026, 
to ensure they receive the 
benefits they are due.

Blind and disabled Hoo-
siers are now eligible for 
the more generous $125 
Blind/Disabled Credit, 
rather than the Blind/
Disabled Deduction, and 
should apply by Jan. 15, 
2026, even if they were 
previously receiving the 
deduction, to ensure there 
is no disruption in receiv-
ing it. Eligible Hoosiers can 
download the application 
form here or contact their 
local county auditor’s office 
for assistance.

Similarly, Hoosiers over 
65 can now benefit from 
a $150 property tax credit 
– rather than a deduction – 
but should apply to ensure 
they don’t experience an 
interruption in receiving 
the benefit.

In addition, more Hoo-
siers over 65 now qualify 
for the over 65 circuit 
breaker credit, but need to 
apply.

Hoosiers over 65 can 
download the one-page 
application for property 
tax credits or contact their 
county auditor’s office to 
receive an application.
